Admission to Engineering courses shall be regulated on the basis of merit as
assessed by giving equal weightage of 50:50 to the normalized score obtained in
the Entrance Examination for Engineering and the grade/marks obtained for
Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry put together in the final year of the
qualifying examination, after effecting the standardization procedure as described
in Clause 9.7.4(b), for computing the Index mark out of 600. In case, the

candidate has not studied Chemistry, the marks obtained in Computer Science

shall be considered. In case., the candidate has not studied Chemistry and

Computer Science, the marks obtained in Biotechnology shall be considered. In

case, the candidate has not studied Chemistry, Computer Science and

Biotechnology, the marks obtained in Biology shall be considered. The marks as

shown in the mark list obtained from the Board of Examination of respective

Higher Secondary Board shall be considered for academic eligibility.

For admission to the Architecture course*, the merit as assessed by giving equal
weightage to the marks obtained in the ‘National Aptitude Test in Architecture’
[NATA], conducted by the Council of Architecture (CoA), and the grade/marks in the
qualifying examination will be the criterion. [*As per directives of the Council of
Architecture, India. ]

Admission to Medical courses, Agriculture, Co-operation & Banking, Climate Change
& Environmental Science, B.Tech Biotechnology (Under Kerala Agricultural
University), Forestry, Veterinary and Fisheries courses are regulated on the basis of
merit as assessed in the National Eligibility cum Entrance Test (NEET-UG 2024)
conducted by the National Testing Agency (NTA).

Admission to the B.Pharm course is regulated on the basis of marks obtained in the
Physics & Chemistry sections of the Kerala Engineering Entrance Examination and the
rank list prepared based on this as in clause 9.7.4(f).

The Rank lists shall include all candidates qualified in the respective Entrance
Examinations conducted by the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations, Kerala/
National Testing Agency (NTA)/Council of Architecture (CoA) irrespective of their
academic eligibility and category (For admission purposes refer clauses 6.2, 9.7.11(c),
11.4.6 and 11.7.2).

COURSES, INSTITUTIONS AND SEATS

Categorization of Seats in Government and Aided Institutions:

Government Seats: Merit seats against which the Commissioner for Entrance

Examinations makes allotment are called ‘Government Seats’.

(a) Government seats are available in all the Govt. and Aided Colleges.

(b) The availability of Government seats in Self-financing Colleges run by institutions
under Govt. control and Private Self-financing colleges/Autonomous Colleges will
be notified separately. Those candidates who seek admission in Private Self-
financing colleges are bound to accept the conditions stipulated in the agreement
between Government, Self-financing and Autonomous College Management(s).

Management Seats: The seats set apart in the Aided institutions, to be filled up by the

Managements concerned are called Management Seats.

Categorization of Seats in Self-Financing/Autonomous Institutions:

The categorization of seats in Self-financing Colleges run by institutions under Govt.
control and other Private Self-financing/ Autonomous colleges will be notified
separately. As per the orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India dated: 09.05.2017
on WP(C) No. 267/2017, the allotments/admissions to the State Quota seats in all the
Government as well as Private Self Financing Medical and Dental colleges shall be
done through a Common Counselling to be conducted by the Commissioner for
Entrance Examinations.The Common Counselling will include NRI seats in Self
Financing Medical & Dental Colleges and Minority Community Quota seats in Private
Self Financing Medical & Dental Colleges having Minority Status.

Autonomous Colleges are the colleges, affiliated to the University conferred with
Autonomous status by the University Grants Commission and notified as such by
University. The academics and examination Regulations applicable to Autonomous
Colleges and shall be goverened by the regulations /Orders /Circulars issued by the
University from time to time, as applicable to Autonomous Colleges. Candidates applied
for admission in Autonomous Engineering Colleges shall verify those regulations and
satisfy themselves before applying for it.

Engineering Courses:

The B.Tech. Degree courses affiliated to various Universities in Kerala including
Autonomous Colleges, under the semester scheme of studies comprise eight semesters.

Financing Medical/Ayurveda/Siddha/Unani colleges:-

Fifteen percent of the seats for the admission of students to
MBBS/BAMS/BSMS/BUMS Courses in Self-Financing Medical/Ayurveda/Siddha/
Unani Colleges in Kerala are set apart for the allotment of candidates irrespective of
their Domicile as per the rank list prepared by the Commissioner for the Entrance
Examinations on the basis of the rank obtained in the NEET-UG 2024 conducted by the
National Testing Agency (NTA) New Delhi. See clause 4.1.11(a) and 4.1.13(a) & (b)
Reservation for Nominees: These are the seats set apart for the nominees of the
Government of India, Union Territories or other States for the various courses.

(iii) Nominees from Lakshadweep: Seats are reserved for the candidates of Kerala
origin settled in Lakshadweep. The candidates should be sponsored by the
Administration of that UnionTerritory and must possess the requisite
qualifications as per Clause 6. The distribution of seats is given in Annexure
III (2).

(iv) Nominee from Jammu & Kashmir: One seat for MBBS will be reserved in a
Govt. Medical College (by rotation every year in the order TVM, ALP, KTM,
TCM, KKM, MLP ,CMC, KLM, PKM, KNM, IDM, PTM) for a nominee from
Jammu & Kashmir. Candidate to this seat should be sponsored by the
Government of Jammu and Kashmir through the Higher Education Secretary of
the State.

Admission to the seats under 4.1.11(b)(i) to 4.1.11(b)(iv) above should be
completed by the admitting authority concerned and the Director of Medical
Education will inform the CEE, through Government of Kerala, the un-availed
seats in these categories before the Third Round allotment conducted by the CEE.

Such seats will be reverted to the mandatory quota.

Reservation of seats for BHMS Course: The number of seats reserved under nominees
and special reservation categories are given in Annexure IV (2).

(a) Reservation of seats for BAMS Course: The number of seats reserved under
nominees and special reservation categories under All India Quota are given in
Annexure V (2). In the case of Foreign students given by ICCR, the ICCR should
inform those application details before 45 days from the cut-off date of BAMS course
fixed by Central AYUSH Ministry. If there is any vacancy in the seats reserved in any
of the categories of foreign students/Nationals of Malaysia, the same shall be filled from
the other category and if there is any vacancy remaining after the second phase
allotment conducted by the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations for AYUSH
courses in the above said categories, the same shall be converted to state merit. The

Note: (i) Claims for Special/Mandatory reservations must be made by a candidate in the online

application and the supporting documents shall be uploaded to the online application

within the stipulated time. The claim has to be specified in the application in the

appropriate places. Claims made after the submission of online application will not

be entertained even if supporting evidences are produced. The claims for Special

and Mandatory reservation once made in the application cannot be altered by the

candidate under any circumstance.

(i1) Only candidates belonging to ‘Keralite’ category as defined in Clause 6.1(i), are eligible

for claiming Special/Mandatory reservation in Government/Aided/Self Financing

Colleges, unless otherwise specified in the prospectus. Details of reservation of seats, if

any, in Self-financing colleges will be notified separately.

& Banking,Veterinary & Fisheries courses.

All the candidates seeking admission under the ‘Special Reservation Categories’ will
have to appear for the Entrance Examination concerned and find place in the respective
rank list. In case the admissions are based on inter-se merit lists, only those candidates

(ii1) Candidates should mention the item of reservation claimed in the relevant columns in

(vi) In cases where candidates are to be allotted to the ‘Special Reservation’ seats of

Engineering/Architecture/B.Pharm/Medical/Agriculture/Veterinary/Fisheries courses on
the basis of inter-se merit list, the authorities concerned will forward the preliminary
merit list of candidates prepared on the basis of the proficiency of the candidate in the

respective fields to the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations. Such preliminary

proficiency list should reach the Office of the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations

on or before 31°' May 2024.

Ex-servicemen Quota (XS): Applicants to this category should invariably upload to the
online application, a certificate in Annexure XIII (a)(i) or (a)(ii) as applicable obtained
not earlier than six months from the last date of application from the Zilla Sainik

Welfare Officer concerned to the effect that he/she is the son/daughter of ex-serviceman
or an ex-serviceman himself/herself. The certificate should clearly show that the benefit
of reservation has not been granted earlier to any member in the family. In the absence

of the certificate, the claim will not be considered.

Dependent of Defence Personnel Killed/Missing/Disabled in action (DK): This
benefit will be available to one person only from the family concerned in respect of each
defence person killed in action/missing in action/disabled either during war hostilities or
in peace time circumstances of which are identical to activities during operational
engagements. They should invariably upload a certificate in Annexure XIII (a)(iii) to
the online application obtained not earlier than six months from the last date of

application from the Zilla Sainik Welfare Officer concerned to the effect that he/she is
the son/daughter/widow of the defence person who was killed in action or missing in
action or disabled in action. In the case of disabled personnel, the certificate should
specify that the concerned person was/is in receipt of disability pension. The certificate

should clearly show that the benefit of reservation has not been granted earlier to any

member in the family. In the absence of the certificate, the claim will not be considered.

If no suitable candidate under DK category is available for the concession, as per the
existing order/rules, the seats reserved for them will be given to the son/daughter/widow
of the defence personnel who died in harness (HR), if they are otherwise eligible as per
Clause 6. They should upload a certificate in Annexure XIII (a)(iv) to the online
application obtained not earlier than six months from the last date of application
from the concerned ZilaSainik Welfare Officer where the Ex-servicemen/Widow
is registered, to the effect that the defence personnel had died while in service.

The certificate should clearly show that the benefit of reservation has not been granted

earlier to any member in the family. In the absence of the certificate, the claim will not

be considered.

If there are still no suitable candidates under HR category, the seats reserved for the
children/widow of defence personnel killed in action/missing in action/disabled will be
given to children of Serving Defence personnel or in their absence to ex-servicemen/

children of ex-servicemen.

Only one candidate from a family will be eligible for Special Reservation quota
under Clauses 5.2.1 & 5.2.2.

Serving Defence Personnel (SD): Seats are reserved for sons/daughters of serving
defence personnel from Kerala for admission to
Engineering/Medical/Agricultural/Veterinary Courses.

under this category should upload a certificate in Annexure XIII(b)(i) to the online

application obtained not earlier than six months from the last date of application from
the Officer Commanding/Local Military Authority to the effect that the candidate is the
son/daughter of serving defence personnel, with details of the station where he/she

works at present. Certificate obtained for other purposes will not be considered.

If there is no suitable candidates under SD category, the seat reserved for SD category
will be given to Ex-servicemen (XS) category and in their absence, the seats will be

CAPF (RP): Seats are reserved for sons/daughters of personnel serving in Central
Armed  Police  Force/Dependent of Armed Police Force Personnel
Killed/Missed/Disabled in Action. The Central Armed Police Force (CAPF) include the
organizations such as Assam Rifles (AR), Border Security Force (BSF), Central
Reserved Police Force (CRPF), Central Industrial Security Force (CISF), Indo-Tibetan
Border Police (ITBP), National Security Guard (NSG), Sashastra Seema Bal (SSB).
Candidates seeking admission under this category should upload a certificate in
Annexure XIII (b)(ii) to the online application obtained from the Officer Commanding
under whom they are serving/were serving to that effect.

Forestry Degree recognised by any of the Universities in Kerala. Admission will be
given on the basis of the Kerala State Rank List of NEET-UG 2024 prepared by the CEE
and subject to the eligibility conditions in Clause 6. Candidates should upload to the
online application the Degree certificate and if the degree has been taken from outside
the State, an eligibility/equivalency certificate of the degree from any of the Universities
in Kerala, should also be uploaded to the online application (Refer Annexure IV (2). As
per the Govt. Order 168/2023/AYUSH, dated: 20.05.2023, the seats for OH &
NH categories are interchangeable on rotation basis from the year 2023. This year
the seat reserved for OH category to Govt. Homoeo Medical College,
Thiruvananthapuram & NH Category to Govt.

holders (VA)/Final year VHSE (Agri.)/HSE (as per NSQF Agri. stream) candidates must
take the NEET-UG 2024.

(ii) Live Stock Inspectors (LS)/Pharmacist (AH Dept.) (FV)/Dairy Farm
Instructors (DF) [For courses under KVASU]|: Candidates, who claim the seats
reserved for Live Stock Inspectors/ Pharmacist (AH Dept.)/Dairy Farm Instructors
should obtain a Service Certificate in the prescribed format in Annexure XIV (b) from
the Head of Office concerned. They have to send Application Acknowledgement page
along with service certificate and attested copies of all certificates including that of the
academic qualification to the Registrar, Kerala Veterinary & Animal Sciences
University, Pookot, Lakkidi P O, Wayanad-673 576, on or before 241 April, 2024. Such
candidates shall produce their relieving certificate on the date of admission. To claim (i)

In case candidates are not available for
Livestock Inspector category the seat will be allotted for Pharmacist category and vice

versa.
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(i) A total number of 17 seats are reserved for BSc.(Hons.) Agri. course as follows.
Agricultural Assistants (5 seats), VHSE (Agri.) Holders/VHSE/HSE (NSQF Agri.
Stream course) students (6 seats) and Diploma Holders in Agricultural Science (6
seats). If candidates are not available in any one of these categories, the seats will be
filled up from the Mandatory Quota.

(iii)) Two seats will be reserved for Dairy Farm Instructors of Dairy Development
Department for B.Tech. (Dairy Technology).

(iv) Three seats will be reserved for Diploma holders in Laboratory Techniques, Feed
Technology, Poultry Production Programmes, BSc Degree holders in Poultry
Production & Business Management and VHSE (Livestock Management)/ HSE
(Dairy Farmer Entrepreneur course, Small Poultry Farmer course). If candidates are not
available in any one of these categories during a year, the same will be allotted to the
other category.

(v) If candidates as per note (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) are not available, the seats will be filled

up from the Mandatory Quota.

5.2.16 Sports Quota (PI & PT): Candidates who claim reservation under Sports Quota shall
fulfil their eligibility based on the norms of Kerala State Sports Council appended in
Annexure XVIII (ii) prior to submission of application, for the seats as prescribed in the

Prospectus.

The candidate should apply online to the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations, and
send a copy of Application Acknowledgement page of the online application along with
the required document to the Secretary, Kerala State Sports Council,
Thiruvananthapuram -695001. The Sports Council will allot marks to the candidates
according to their proficiency in sports. The maximum marks for proficiency is 500.
[Norms of the Sports Council for award of Marks for proficiency in Sports is given under
Annexure XVIII (ii) of this Prospectus].

The Sports Council Authorities will collect the Application Number from the candidates
and furnish it in the proficiency mark list for sports. The mark list of candidates under
‘Individual Events’ and ‘Team Events’ should be prepared separately and forwarded to
the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations so as to reach him on or before 31° May,
2024. In the case of candidates seeking admission to Medical/Agriculture/Co-operation &
Banking/Veterinary/Fisheries courses, the marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for
proficiency in sports will be added to the marks obtained by the respective candidates in
the NEET-UG 2024 (provided they are ranked in the NEET-UG 2024), computed out of
500. In the case of candidates seeking admission to Engineering/B.Pharm courses, the
marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in sports will be added to the
marks arrived at, for the preparation of Engineering/B.Pharm rank list, computed out of
500. In the case of candidates seeking admission to Architecture courses, the marks out of
500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in sports will be added to the marks arrived
at, for the preparation of Architecture rank list, computed out of 500. So, the candidates

would be eligible for a maximum index mark of 1000. The merit list of individual and
team events will be prepared on the basis of inter-se merit of the candidates computed as
above and will be published separately.

At the time of preparation of the inter-se merit list under sports quota, if there is any tie in
the total marks, it will be resolved in such a way that the candidate getting higher
Engineering rank or B.Pharm rank or NEET-UG rank or Architecture rank, as the case
may be, will be placed higher in the ranking.

The seats under Sports quota for each course or course group, as the case may be, are
reserved by giving equal representation to both Individual (PI) and Team events (PT). A
seat reserved for the Individual events sub category in a particular year will be switched to
the Team events sub category in the following year, and vice versa. If the total number of
seats under Sports quota is an odd number, equal representation will be accomplished in a
period of two years. If there is any vacancy in the seats reserved for a particular sub
category (Individual events or Team events), the seats shall be filled up by the candidates
from the other sub category. Unavailed seats in a year will not be carried over to the
subsequent year. Such seats will be merged with the seats set apart for the mandatory

reservation.

NCC Quota (CC): The candidates seeking admission under the NCC quota should
submit the online application to the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations and send
the Application Acknowledgement page of the online application along with required
document to the respective NCC unit Offices where the candidates have been enrolled as
cadets for onward submission to NCC Directorate (Kerala & Lakshadweep) before the
last date of submission of Online Application. The seats under NCC Quota for admission
to Professional Degree Courses are restricted only to the NCC cadets who are studying
within the State of Kerala.

The State level committee, on the basis of the norms approved by the Government, will
award candidates, marks according to their proficiency in NCC. The maximum marks for
proficiency will be 500. The NCC authorities will collect the Application Number of the
candidates and furnish the Application Numbers in the mark list. The Additional Director
General, NCC, will forward the list of candidates with their marks to the Commissioner

for Entrance Examinations so as to reach on or before 31* May, 2024.

In the case of candidates seeking admission to Medical/Agriculture/Veterinary/Fisheries
courses, the marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in NCC will be
added to the marks obtained by the respective candidates in the NEET-UG 2024
computed out of 500. In the case of candidates seeking admission to Engineering/B.Pharm
courses, the marks out of 500 awarded to the candidates for proficiency in NCC will be
added to the marks arrived at, for the preparation of Engineering/B.Pharm rank list,
computed out of 500. In the case of Architecture course, the marks out of 500 awarded to
the candidates for proficiency in NCC will be added to the marks considered for preparing
the Architecture rank list computed out of 500.
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So the candidates would be eligible for a maximum of 1000 marks. The merit list would

be prepared on the basis of inter-se merit of the candidate computed as above.

At the time of preparation of the inter-se merit list under NCC Quota, if there is any tie in
the total marks, it will be resolved in such a way that the candidate getting higher
Engineering rank or B.Pharm rank or NEET-UG rank or Architecture rank, as the case
may be, will be placed higher in the ranking.

Reservation for Persons with Disabilities (PD):

Five percent of the seats available to the State for allotment from the State rank lists are
reserved for candidates with benchmark disabilities for all courses in
Govt./Aided/Govt.Cost-Sharing Colleges as stipulated in Section 32, Chapter VI of the
Persons with Disabilities Act 2016. As per Clause 2 (1), Chapter I of the Act, ‘Person with
benchmark disability” means a person with not less than 40% of a specified disability
where specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person
with disability where specified disability has been defined in measurable terms, as
certified by the certifying authority.

Generally, candidates who have a minimum of 40% disability alone will be eligible to
apply for this quota. Candidates seeking admission to Medical Courses (except BHMS
course) will have to satisfy the eligibility criteria prescribed by the National Medical
Commission of India for ‘Persons with Disabilities’ [See Annexure XXIV(i)] and for
BHMS course the candidate will have to satisfy the eligibility criteria prescribed by the
National Commission for Homoeopathy (NCH) [See Annexure XXIV(ii)]

No document/certificate is to be uploaded to the online application. However,

candidates claiming PD status should indicate the same on the online application.

The State Medical Board constituted vide G.O.(MS)No.35/2020/H&FWD Dated.
17.02.2020 by the Government under the Chairmanship of DME consisting of Medical
Experts in General Medicine, ENT, Neurology, Orthopaedic Surgery, Ophthalmology,
Psychiatry and Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation, will examine the degree of Physical
disability of the candidates who are provisionally included in this category.

A State Level Committee constituted by the Government under the Chairmanship of the
Commissioner for Entrance Examinations consisting of the members in the Medical
Board constituted under the Chairmanship of DME, special invitees representing
Engineering/Pharmacy/Medical/Agriculture/Veterinary/Forestry/Fisheries specialities will
take a final decision on the eligibility of a candidate for PD quota as per the criteria fixed
by the various Central Councils and the suitability of the candidate to study a particular
course applied by him/her.

Only those candidates who are having a minimum 40% of any disability and are found to
be physically suitable by the Committee for the courses opted by the candidates will be
chosen for a course as only the physically fit can undergo the rigors of a professional

course. The recommendations of this State Level committee will be binding on the

candidates. The selection of candidates under this category will be based on the merit in
the Entrance Examination and physical suitability, and not on the basis of the degree of
disability. The Commissioner for Entrance Examinations will prepare and publish the list
of candidates eligible under PD quota based on the recommendations of the State Level
Committee.

However, candidates will have to qualify NEET-UG-2024 as per the qualifying criteria
prescribed in the clause 9.7.5(11)) &  9.7.5(iii)) for admission to
MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMScourses and Agriculture, Forestry, Co-operation & Banking,
Climate Change &  Environmental Science/B.Tech Biotechnology (under

KAU)/Veterinary/Fisheries respectively.
Claims for Mandatory Reservation:

State Merit: The seats under the State Merit (SM) will be filled purely on merit (State-

wide) basis irrespective of the category/community to which the candidates belong.

Claim for communal reservation under the Socially and Educationally Backward
Classes (SEBC):

Reservation to the Socially and Educationally Backward Classes will be in accordance
with the provisions contained in G.O.(P)No0.208/66/Edn. dated 02.05.1966, G.O.(Ms)
No0.95/08/SCSTDD dated 06.10.2008, GO(MS) No. 10/2014/BCDD dated: 23.05.2014,
G.O.(P) No. 1/2015/BCDD dated: 01.01.2015, GO(MS) No. 4/2015/H.Edn. dated:
05.01.2015, GOMS) No. 15/2015/H.Edn. dated: 19.01.2015, GO(MS) No.
03/2018/BCDD. dated: 09.04.2018, GO(MS) No. 05/2020/BCDD. dated: 16.03.2020,
GOMS) No. 08/2021/BCDD. dated: 21.06.2021 and G.O(Rt) No. 01/2022/BCDD. dated:
25.02.2022 and as amended from time to time and will be in accordance with the Orders
of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India/ Hon’ble High Court of Kerala or Orders of the

Government of Kerala/ Government of India.

Candidates belonging to Socially and Educationally Backward Classes as per G.O.(P)
208/66/Edn. dated 02.05.1966, GO(MS) No. 10/2014/BCDD dated: 23.05.2014,
G.O.(P) No. 1/2015/BCDD dated: 01.01.2015, GO(MS) No. 4/2015/H.Edn. dated:
05.01.2015 and GOMS) No. 15/2015/H.Edn. dated: 19.01.2015, GOMS) No.
08/2021/BCDD. dated: 21.06.2021 and G.O(Rt) No. 01/2022/BCDD. dated: 25.02.2022
should upload to the online application, a certificate to the extent that the candidate
belongs to the community which is designated as a Socially and Educationally Backward
Class and does not belong to the category of Creamy Layer, as described in G.O.(P) No.
1/2015/BCDD dated: 01.01.2015. The names of castes and communities under SEBC are
given in Annexure XI. Only the claims of the candidates of those communities that are

included in the list as incorporated in the respective Annexure of the Prospectus 2024 will
be considered. Claims by candidates belonging to other communities, which are not
included in the Annexure, will be rejected even if certificates from the concerned Revenue
Officers have been obtained and uploaded to the online application. (Format is given in
Annexure XXVII).
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(b) Candidates belonging to Ezhava, Muslim, Other Backward Hindus, Latin Catholic & Anglo
Indians, Dheevara and related communities, Viswakarma and related communities,
Kusavan and related communities, Other Backward Christian and Kudumbi communities,
claiming reservation under SEBC Quota should invariably upload Non-Creamy Layer
certificate in the prescribed format for State Government Education purpose obtained
from the Village Officer concerned (Format is given in Annexure XXVII).

(c) Reservation under SEBC for children of inter-caste married couples: Children of Inter-
caste married couple with either the father or mother belonging to a community included in
SEBC list, or with father and mother belonging to different communities, both of which are
included in the SEBC list, are eligible for reservation under SEBC. Such candidates should
upload a Non-Creamy Layer certificate specifying the community of the candidate from the

Village Officer in the prescribed proforma (Format is given in Annexure XXVII).

(d) Candidates who are children of Inter-Caste married couple of whom one is SC/ST, will be
eligible for educational and monetary benefits admissible to SC/ST as per Para 2 (ii) of
G.0.(MS)No0.25/2005/SCSTDD dated 20.06.2005, if eligible for reservation under SEBC,
will be granted the same, based on the Non-Creamy Layer Certificate obtained from the
Village Officer and the inter-caste marriage certificate issued by the Tahsildar to be

uploaded to the online application (Format is given in Annexure XV).

Candidates claiming SC/ST reservation who are children of Intercaste married couple of
whom one is SC/ST, should upload the Extract of First standard school admission register
showing the caste/community and the relevant page of secondary school leaving certificate
also. If the candidate is not from the Kerala SSLC stream, relevant page of the School
Leaving Certificate of the parents should be uploaded.

(e) The candidature/ allotment/ admission of the candidates who furnish fake Non-Creamy
Layer certificates are liable to be cancelled. Such candidates are also liable to be debarred
from appearing for the Entrance Examination/Allotments for a period extending upto two

years.
5.4.3 Claim for reservation under Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes Quota:

(a)Candidates claiming reservation under Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes quota should
upload the caste/community certificate from the Tahsildar concerned, in the prescribed
proforma specifically meant for them to the online application (Format is given in
Annexure XXIX). SC/ST caste status of children, whose parents contracted Inter-caste
marriage, will be subject to the orders/clarification issued in G.O.(Ms) No.
25/2005/SCSTDD dated: 20.06.2005, judgement dated 10.08.2005 of the Full Bench of the
Hon’ble High Court of Kerala in WP(C) 2483/2005 and connected cases and GO (Ms)
No0.109/2008/SCSTDD dated 20.11.2008.As per G.O.(MS)No.109/2008/SCSTDD, dated
20.11.2008, the children born of inter-caste married couple of which one of the parents is
SC/ST can claim the status of SC/ST on proof of the conditions of acceptance, customary

traits and tenets under which such children are brought up.
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(b)

The competent authority issuing SC/ST community certificate to children born of inter-
caste married couple, of which one of the parents is SC/ST, should ensure that the claimant
is subject to same social disabilities and also following the same customs and traditions and
the community has accepted that person to its fold as such. The authority to issue caste
certificate should also ensure that:

(i) Each case shall be examined individually in the light of the existing facts and
circumstances.

(i1) The claimant has suffered disabilities — socially, economically and educationally.

(iii) The society has accepted the claimant to their original fold as one among them

and is living in the same social tenet.

Candidates claiming SC/ST reservation who are children of Intercaste married couple of
whom one is SC/ST, should upload the Extract of First standard school admission register
showing the caste/community and the relevant page of Secondary School Leaving
Certificate also. If the candidate is not from the Kerala SSLC stream, relevant page of the
School Leaving Certificate of the parents should be uploaded.

Christian converts who have subsequently embraced Hinduism should upload to the online
application, Caste/ Community certificate in the prescribed proforma. The revenue official
shall record below the certificate that, “the certificate is issued after observing the
guidelines issued in the Government Circular No. 18421/E2/ SCSTDD dated 15.12.1987".

The names of castes and communities are given in Annexures VIII & IX. For

claiming SC/ST reservation Community Certificate from the Tahsildar is to be

obtained in the prescribed format and uploaded to the online application.

The applications for the reserved seats of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes candidates
which do not contain SC/ST certificate (Community Certificate) from the Tahsildar in the
prescribed format to the online application will not be considered on any account for
claiming community reservation against the seat reserved for SC/ST candidates [vide G.O.
(Ms) 31/90/SCSTDD dated 25.05.1990]. The Community Certificate should clearly specify
that the candidate himself/herself (not the father or mother) belongs to the Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled Tribes. The Community Certificates obtained as per G.O. (Ms)
No.136/07/RD, dated 27.04.2007 will be accepted. The candidates who are reconverted to
Hinduism from Christianity of Scheduled caste origin should upload community certificate
from the Tahsildar concerned, to the online application, along with the Gazette Notification
regarding re-conversion. Such candidates should also upload the Sudhi Certificate and

relevant page of the school documents of the candidate and his/her parents.

(c) The claims for reservation under Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes quota will also be

subject to verification and clearance by the Screening Committee constituted for the
purpose by the Government vide G.O. (P)No.15/2011/SCSTDD dated 01.02.2011 and as
authorised by Section 6 of the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes)
Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates Act, 1996 (Act 11 of 1996)
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(d) The SC/ST claims in respect of those who have migrated from one State to another will be

subject to the provisions of G.O. (MS) No.10/86/SCSTDD dated 12.02.1986. Only the
children of those who had migrated to this State before the promulgation of the
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order 1950 and the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes)
Order 1950, and who ordinarily reside in this State can claim SC/ST benefits from the
State of Kerala. They must be able to prove this, if required.

SC/ST claims in respect of candidates whose parents were natives of other states but

migrated to the State of Kerala before 1950 shall upload documents of migration also.

WARNING: Those who upload false SC/ST Certificate for claiming reservation under
SC/ST quota shall be liable for the penalties stipulated in section 15 of the Act referred to
in Clause (c) above. Candidates and their parents who make such applications are warned
that in addition to prosecution they will have to suffer the following consequences, in case
the SC/ST certificate uploaded is found to be false and the candidate does not belong to

any SC/ST communities, under section 16 of the Act which says,
"Benefits secured on the basis of false community certificates will be withdrawn.

(i)  Whoever not being a person belonging to any of the Scheduled Castes or
Scheduled Tribes secures admission in any educational institution against a seat
reserved for such castes or tribes or secures any appointment in the Government,
Government Undertakings, Local Authority or in any other Company or
Corporation owned or controlled by the Government or in any aided institution
against a post reserved for such castes or tribes or enjoys any other benefits
intended exclusively for such castes or tribes by uploading a false community
certificate shall, on cancellation of the false community certificate, be removed by
cancelling the irregular admission in the concerned educational institution, or as
the case may be, removed from the said service forthwith and any benefit enjoyed
by him as aforesaid shall be withdrawn forthwith.

(il)) Any amount paid to such person by the Government or any other agency by way
of scholarship, grant, allowance, stipend or any other financial benefit shall be
recovered as if it is arrears of public revenue due on land.

(iii) Any degree, diploma or any other educational qualifications acquired by such
person after securing admission in any educational institution on the basis of a
false community certificate shall also stand cancelled on cancellation of the

community certificate obtained by him".

Claim of OEC candidates against the un-availed seats of SC/ST candidates: Other
Eligible Community (OEC) candidates are eligible for the un-availed seats, if any, under
SC/ST quota, as per G.O.(P) No. 135/87/H.Edn dated 06.05.1987. They should specify
their community status in the application. Such candidates should upload Non-Creamy
Layer Certificate for State Government Education purpose obtained from the Village
Officer concerned in the prescribed proforma (Annexure XXVII) as per G.O.(P)
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No.1/2015/BCDD dated: 01.01.2015 and G.O.(MS) No.4/2015/H.Edn. dated: 05.01.2015.
Relaxation in marks in the qualifying examination as in the case of SEBC candidates will
be applicable to OEC candidates [As per G.O.(P) No.53/2000/SCSTDD dated
03.07.2000]. The list of Other Eligible Communities is given in Annexure X of the
Prospectus.

(g) Claim for fee concession to OEC candidates: Candidates belonging to Other Eligible

(h)

Communities are exempted from payment of fee at the time of allotment to professional
Degree Courses under Government/Community quota as per G.O. (MS) No.
36/07/SCSTDD dated 03.07.2007. Those OEC candidates who have uploaded the Non-
Creamy Layer Certificate for availing the applicable reservation will be granted the fee
concession based on the Non-Creamy Layer Certificate. But those OEC candidates who do
not come under Non-Creamy Layer Category should upload the Community Certificate
obtained from the village officer to the online application for availing the fee concession.
(Format is given in Annexure XXXIII). If the community is correctly recorded in
SSLC/Educational Certificate of the candidate it can be considered instead of the
community certificate issued by the Village Officer.

Claim for fee concession to the candidates belonging to communities listed in
Annexure X (a): Candidates belonging to the communities listed in Annexure X (a) whose
annual family income is up to Rs.6 lakhs are exempted from payment of fee at the time of
allotment to Professional Degree Courses under Government/Community Quota as per GO
(MS) No. 10/2014/BCDD dated: 23.05.2014. They should upload Community and Income
Certificates from the Village Officer in the prescribed format to the online application. (See
Annexure XVIII(i) for details and Annexure XXXI for Income Certificate format). If the
community is correctly recorded in SSLC/Educational Certificate of the candidate it can be

considered instead of the community certificate issued by the Village Officer.

5.4.4 Fee Concession and other Scholarships: Candidates desirous of being considered for

any fee concession/ scholarship/ any other benefits, based on annual family income should

upload Income Certificate from Village Officer concerned, to the online application. (See
Annexure XXXI for format)

Note: Income from salary: In the case of candidates whose parents are employed, the Basic

Pay and Dearness Allowance of the employee(s) are to be taken into account for the
purpose of calculating total annual family income. Inclusion of Interim relief in the annual
income will be as per the orders of Revenue Department. HRA, Special pay, Deputation
pay, TA, PTA, honorarium etc. need not be counted for calculating the annual family
income. (See Annexure XVIII(i) for details).

The annual family income furnished by candidates will be published in the website
"www.cee.kerala.gov.in" facilitating the public to raise complaints/ objections against false
claims. The District Level Committee and the State Level Committee constituted with the
provisions of G.O.(Rt) 1227/08/RD dated 01.04.2008 will conduct detailed enquiry on the
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complaints and recommend to the CEE for appropriate action, respectively. The CEE, the
Chairman and Convenor of the State Level Committee, shall implement the

recommendations as per clause 5.4.4 (b) of the Prospectus.

Other General Rules for Special/Mandatory Reservation:

The seats unavailed by the Scheduled Castes candidates will go to the Scheduled Tribes
candidates and vice versa.

The seats unavailed by the SC/ST candidates will go to Other Eligible Community (OEC)
candidates. The seats that still remain unavailed of will go to the State Merit Quota (State
wide basis).

The seats unavailed by the SEBC category candidates will be allotted under State Merit.

If any seat, in any special reservation quota including PD quota, is left unavailed by the
candidates belonging to that particular category, it will go to the Mandatory reservation
quota, unless otherwise stated.

The seats falling vacant under the All India/Nominees Quota for MBBS/BDS courses, if
released to the State Government for allotment as per State Government Norms will be
added to the Mandatory reservation quota and the total seats revised under mandatory
reservation quota will be re-distributed and allotted as per the mandatory reservation
principles. The Director of Medical Education will inform the CEE of such seats
through Government of Kerala before the Third Round conducted bythe CEE.

The seats unfilled under the Govt. of India Nominee /Reciprocal Quota for
Engineering/Architecture Courses will be added to the Mandatory reservation quota
during the Third Round conducted by the CEE and the total seats revised under
mandatory reservation quota will be re-distributed and allotted as per the mandatory
reservation principles. The Director of Technical Education will inform the CEE of
such seats before the Third Round Counselling conducted by the CEE.

The seats unfilled under the VCI/ICAR for BVSc. & AH/B.Sc (Hons) Agriculture, B.Sc
(Hons.) Co-operation & Banking will be added to the Mandatory reservation quota during
the Third Round conducted by the CEE and the total seats revised under mandatory
reservation quota will be re-distributed and allotted as per the mandatory reservation
principles. The Registrar, Kerala Veterinary and Animal Sciences University/ The
Registrar, Kerala Agricultural University will inform the CEE of such seats before
the Third Round conducted by the CEE.

The seats unfilled under the Government of India Nominee Quota for B.Pharm course will
be added to the mandatory reservation quota during the Third Round Counselling
conducted by the CEE and the total seats will be redistributed and allotted as per
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mandatory reservation principle. The Director of Medical Education will inform the
CEE of such seats before the Third Round Allotment conducted by the CEE.

5.5.9 The seats unavailed by the EWS category candidates will be allotted under State Merit.

5.5.10 The conversion of unallotted minority and NRI quota seats in self-financing

colleges for MBBS/BDS courses will be carried out during the third allotment
(subject to change as per the guidelines of central counselling authorities), as per
G.O (Rt)No0.1517/2022/H&FWD, dated 25.06.2022 and as per the respective
Prospectus clauses. The said conversion will be done only when the eligible
candidates belonging to the said conversion category have been exhausted. The

The Global Mean (Mg) of a subject is the combined average of the marks of that subject
out of hundred of all students who have passed in that subject (Mathematics, Physics and
Chemistry/Computer Science/Biotechnology/Biology as the case may be), of the final
year of the Qualifying Examination of Kerala HSE, Kerala VHSE, CBSE and CISCE
Boards taken together for the period from 2009 to 2024. The Global Standard Deviation
(Sg) of the subject is the combined standard deviation of marks of that subject out of
hundred of all students who have passed in that subject (Mathematics, Physics and
Chemistry/Computer Science/ Biotechnology/Biology as the case may be), of the final
year of the Qualifying Examination of Kerala HSE, Kerala VHSE, CBSE and CISCE
Boards taken together for the period from 2009 to 2024.

(iv) The subjects of the qualifying examination considered for the computation of marks for
the purpose of ranking shall be Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry. The marks of the
concerned subject out of hundred or an equivalent mark out of hundred, as given in the
final year mark list of the Qualifying Examination of any plus two stream shall be

considered. In case, the candidate has not studied Chemistry, the marks obtained in

Computer Science shall be considered. In case, the candidate has not studied Chemistry

and Computer Science, the marks obtained in Biotechnology shall be considered. In case,

the candidate has not studied Chemistry, Computer Science and Biotechnology, the marks

obtained in Biology shall be considered.

(v) Standardization of the marks of the subjects as per the clauses 9.7.4(b)(iii) & (iv) will be

effected under the supervision of the Authority concerned. The standardized mark Ypg

shall be taken as it is obtained from the formula given in clause 9.7.4 (b) (iii). The sum of
the standardized marks of three subjects Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry/Computer
Science/Biotechnology/ Biology as the case may be, shall be limited to three hundred.

(vi) The normalized score obtained by the candidate in the Engineering Entrance
Examination shall be computed out of 300, and added to the total standardized
marks of Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry/Computer
Science/Biotechnology/Biology as the case may be, of the final year of the

Qualifying Examination, computed out of 300, both corrected to four places of

If any Board/Authority fails to provide data requested and required for the process of
standardization and the data for the nearest years after the year of passing of the candidate
are also not available, then the mean and standard deviation of CBSE for the respective
years, or in the absence of such information from CBSE, the mean and standard deviation
of CBSE available for the nearest year after the year of passing of the candidate shall be
considered for standardization of marks and such decision shall be final and binding on the
applicant.

Rank list for admission to B. Arch Course will be prepared by giving equal weightage to
the score obtained in the ‘National Aptitude Test in Architecture’ (NATA) and to the
marks/grades obtained in the Qualifying Examination by the candidate (As per guidelines
of the Council of Architecture, India).

Marks obtained by the candidate in the National Aptitude Test in Architecture (NATA) out
of 200 will be added to the total marks/*grades secured by the candidate in the Qualifying
Examination computed out of 200. The Rank list will be prepared based on the total marks
obtained out of 400, computed as above (* If grades are awarded to candidates in their
Qualifying Examination, it will be converted to equivalent marks for this purpose).

Candidates to be considered for inclusion in the rank list for allotment to B. Arch course in
all institutions including private Self-financing Colleges have to appear for ‘NATA’ and

secure minimum score as prescribed by CoA. [Refer Clause 6.2.3 (b)]

(i) Rank list for Medical Courses (MBBS/BDS/BHMS/BSMS/BUMS Courses) except
BAMS will be prepared on the basis of rank obtained in NEET-UG 2024 subject to the

Nativity conditions as in Clause 6.1 and also subject to the qualifying criteria as per
Clause 9.7.5(ii).

(i1)) Rank list for Medical Allied Courses (Agriculture, Co-operation & Banking, Climate
Change & Environmental Science, B.Tech Biotechnology (under KAU),Veterinary,
Forestry and Fisheries courses) will be prepared on the basis of rank obtained in NEET-
UG 2024 subject to satisfying the Nativity conditions as in Clause 6.1 and also subject
to the qualifying criteria as per Clause 9.7.5(iii).

For others, the total marks in the
NEET-UG 2024 alone will be considered.

Candidate should verify/submit the NEET UG Score 2024 through the official
website of Commissioner for Entrance Examinations for the preparation of
Medical & Medical Allied Courses & Ayurveda Rank List within the date specified
in the Notifications issued for this purpose by the CEE.

Rank list for Admission to B.Pharm Course will be prepared by the Commissioner for
Entrance Examinations on the basis of index marks calculated as follows: The raw score of
Chemistry obtained from the Kerala Engineering Entrance Examination will be multiplied
by 2.25 and added to the Physics raw score obtained from the Kerala Engineering Entrance
Examination. The sum so obtained will be multiplied by a factor 2/3 to calculate the index
mark. The so obtained index score will be normalized (as per the normalization procedure
mentioned in the clause 9.4.4(i)) for ranking the candidates for B.Pharm course. The

maximum index score will be 300.

If there is still a tie, candidate with
higher standardized marks in Mathematics of the final year of the qualifying examination
will be placed higher in the ranking. If the tie persists, candidate with higher standardized
marks in Physics of the final year of the qualifying examination will be placed higher in
the ranking. Tie still not resolved, candidate with correct higher number of responses in
Mathematics will be considered. If the tie persists candidate with correct higher number of
responses in Physics will be considered. If there is still a tie, the age of the candidate will

be considered, and the older will be placed higher in the ranking. Tie remains, the decision
of CEE will be final.

(i1) Architecture: In the case of a tie in the total marks computed out of 400 as described in

Clause 9.7.4 (c), candidates getting higher score in ‘NATA’ will be placed higher in the
ranking. If there is still a tie, candidates with higher marks in Mathematics in the

Qualifying examination, will be placed higher in the ranking. If there is still a tie, the age

Rank list, candidates with higher NEET-UG rank will be placed higher in the ranking.

If the tie still
not resolved, candidate with correct higher number of responses in Chemistry in the
Engineering Entrance Examination will be considered. If the tie persists candidate with
correct higher number of responses in Physics will be considered. If there is still a tie,
the age of the candidate will be considered, and the older will be placed higher in the

ranking. Tie remains, the decision of CEE will be final.

Note:- The candidates should upload the mark lists of Higher Secondary course or its
equivalent course and/or NATA Score Card or any other document required to prepare
the rank lists of KEAM-2024 within the date specified in the Notifications issued for
the purpose by the CEE. The copy of the mark list and NATA Score Card submitted

by other means or occasion will not be considered for preparation of the rank list.

Qualifying Standards in the Entrance Examination for admission to various
courses:

To qualify in the Engineering Entrance Examination and thereby become eligible to
figure in the Engineering rank list, a candidate must secure a minimum normalized score
of 10 in the Engineering Entrance Examination.

In case a candidate ventures to
change his/her seat and does not sit on the seat allotted to him/her, the candidature
will be cancelled.

(iii) The candidates are permitted to bring only admit card, authorized Photo ID and a
simple transparent ballpoint pen to the examination hall. Candidate must carry
“Any one of the original and valid Photo Identification Proof issued by the
government” — PAN card/Driving License/Voter ID/12th Class Board Admit or
Registration card/ Passport/ Aadhaar Card (With photograph)/ E-Aadhaar/ Ration
Card with photograph/ Aadhaar Enrolment No. with Photo.

10.2 Computer Based Test (CBT) :
Guidelines for CBT test

After biometric and facial image capture of the candidates, they will be allocated seats
inside the computer lab.

Allotted seat number will be displayed on the left bottom corner of the login screen.
Candidates should ensure that the displayed seat number and the allotted seat number are
the same.

A text box is provided to enter the roll number on the candidate login banner in the login
screen. Candidates must enter the roll number using the virtual keyboard and mouse.

After entering the roll number, candidate can click the Submit button to login to the
Computer Based Test

After the roll number validation, the candidates have to enter a secret code to complete
the login process. Candidates will get the secret code only after the roll number validation
in the examination hall.

After login to the Computer Based Test, candidate will see the General Instructions
page
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On the right top comer of the general instructions page, candidates can see their Name,
Roll Number and Photo which was uploaded along with the online application for the
KEAM 2024 Examination.

There will be a familiarization session (MockTest) prior to start of the examination.
Candidates can practice and familiarise themselves before the actual examination starts.
The familiarization time starts 15 minutes before the actual start of examination.

A countdown timer will be visible on the top right corner, indicating the time left to start
the Mock Test.

After the timer hits zero, the page will get redirected to the Mock Test page
automatically.

On the Mock Test page, when the timer hits zero, the page will redirect to the actual
examination page automatically.

ACTUAL EXAMINATION

After the scheduled Mock Test time, the candidates will be automatically redirected to
the Examination Screen, where the candidates can attend the actual test.

An information panel is provided on the top of the screen indicating total questions,
answered questions and the time remaining for the examination.

Below the information panel, the Question Block will be displayed to show the question
and options. Questions will be displayed one by one. The options of questions will also be
displayed along with the question.

Candidates can select their option/answer by using the mouse.

In the Top right corner of the Question block, Font Resize Buttons are provided for
adjusting the size of the text.

Question palette is provided next to the Question Block on the right side of the screen.
Candidates can navigate to any subject or any question by clicking the question
numbers shown in the Question palette. The palette displays all question numbers and their
status such as answered, unanswered, marked for review, answered and marked for
review.

Question palette legends will show the answered questions in Green Colour, Not
Answered in White, Marked for Review in Orange and Answered & Marked for Review
in Purple Colour.

If a candidate selects an answer/option and then selects another question number from the
question palette (as the next click), then the CBT will prompt a warning message to select
any of the actions in the Navigation Panel to move to the selected question.
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e Navigation Panel is provided just below the Question block to capture the candidate
response.

“Save & Next” button click will save the selected option and navigate to the next
question.

“Save & Previous” button click will save the selected option and navigate to the previous
question.

“Clear Response” button click will clear the selected option/response.

“Mark/Unmark for Review” button click will Mark the question for review or unmark
the marked question (if the question is already marked for review).

Candidates can mark a question for review either as answered or unanswered. 1f an
answer is selected for a question and is Marked for Review, the answer will be
considered in the final evaluation.

e  When the timer hits zero, the CBT will redirect to the “Exam Statistics” page, where
he/she could view the statistics of the examination. The Statistics Page shows total
questions, number of answered questions, unanswered questions, etc.

e After seeing the statistics page, candidates can leave the exam hall. There is no need to
end/submit the exam.

10.3 WARNING AGAINST MALPRACTICE

Malpractice is an activity that allows a candidate to gain an unfair advantage over the other

candidates. It includes, but not limited to:

a) Having in possession of items such as stationary (pencil, eraser, papers, books, notes, log
tables, pencil box, Slide Rules, correction fluid, etc.), all sorts of electronic devices/gadgets

b) Paying someone to write examination (impersonation);

c¢) Breaching examination rules;

d) Assisting another candidate to engage in malpractice or attempting to do so;

e) Contacting or communicating or trying to do so with any person, other than the Examination

Staff, during the examination time in the examination hall;
f) Taking away the rough work sheet out of the examination hall;

g)Threatening any of the officials connected with the conduct of the examination or threatening

any of the candidates;
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h) Using or attempting to use any other undesirable method or means in connection with
the examination;

i) Manipulation & fabrication in online documents viz. Admit card, Allotment letter, Data
sheet, photograph etc; for sitting in more than one shift or for any other purpose;

j) Forceful entry to/ exit from Examination Hall with malafide intentions;

Note: Parents/Guardians are advised to ensure that their ward does not indulge in any
unfair activities/malpractices which breach the examination rules. If any candidate is found

to indulge in any such activity he/she shall be liable for punishment as per Clause 10.3.2.

10.3.1 GUIDELINES TO CHIEF SUPERINTENDENT

In the event of observing malpractice in the examination hall by a candidate, the candidate
shall not be allowed to continue to write the examination. The Admit Card and Rough
Work Sheet of the candidate who indulges in the malpractice along with the materials in
possession at examination hall which the candidate used for malpractice shall be
confiscated and reported to the CEE with a report signed by the Invigilator, Chief

superintendent, and Observer in a sealed cover.

10.3.2 PUNISHMENT FOR MALPRACTICE

If a candidate is found to have indulged in any malpractice or similar practices during
the course of Kerala Engineering Entrance Examination, before or later on, shall be
deemed to have committed malpractice at examination and his/her candidature in the
entrance examination will be cancelled. Such candidates shall be debarred from
appearing in the entrance examination conducted by CEE for not less than two
years and shall also be liable for criminal action and /or any other action as deemed

fit by CEE. Decision of the CEE in this regard shall be final.

10.4 IMPERSONATION

If during the Kerala Engineering Entrance Examination or at any stage of
allotment/admission process of KEAM 2024, it is found that candidates appearing in the
Kerala Engineering Entrance Examination or in the admission process of KEAM 2024 at
the allotted College have indulged in any case of impersonation i.e. not matching the
photograph/signature/documents of the candidates etc. he/she shall be handed over to the
Police by the Chief superintendent /head of the institution, as the case may be, and the
cases shall be dealt with as per the Indian Penal Code in this matter for further
investigation.

Such candidates will be debarred permanently from appearing for the KEAM
Entrance Examination conducted by the CEE in future in addition to the
cancellation of his/her candidature in the KEAM entrance examination of the year.

CENTRALISED ALLOTMENT PROCESS (CAP) & ONLINE SUBMISSION OF
OPTIONS

The Centralised Allotment Process will be done through the Single Window System
(SWS) to give allotments to the various courses and colleges under the Engineering/
Architecture/ Pharmacy/Medical streams in the State, based on the options submitted by
the candidates who have been included in the rank list of the
Engineering/Architecture/B.Pharm/ Medical & Medical Allied/Ayurveda courses for the
year 2024, prepared by the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations (CEE), Kerala. This
is a system of ‘Allotments through Online Submission of Options’. The options are
willingness of a candidate who qualified with a rank in the rank lists of KEAM-2024 to
join a course-college combination prioritised as per his/her aspiration and desire subject to
the conditions specified in Clauses 6 and 9.7.5. The CAP through which the Options are
registered is a simple and transparent process of allotment to the Professional Degree
Courses and it gives the candidate opportunity to exercise his/her options for courses and
colleges of his/her choice conveniently in the order of his/her preference considering all
those available to be chosen from. The allotments will be strictly based on the options
exercised, the rank obtained and eligible reservations of the candidate. Candidates
should register options only to those courses/colleges which they are sure to join on
allotment. If the candidate fails to remit fee/join the college, he/she will lose the
allotment as well as all the existing options in the stream to which the allotment
belongs. The options once lost will not be available in the subsequent phases. When
an allotment is given to a candidate, the previous allotments, if any, shall

automatically be cancelled.

The online Centralized Allotment Process 2024 will be done by the Commissioner for
Entrance Examinations (CEE), Kerala, with the technical support of the National
Informatics Centre (NIC).

Seats in Government/Aided/KAU/KVASU/KUFOS/Govt. Cost sharing/ Private Self
Financing/* Autonomous Colleges to be allotted by the Commissioner for Entrance
Examinations, will be included in the CAP and will be done as per the provisions of

allotment.

* Allotment to Autonomous colleges will be subject to Government orders.

Ocean Studies, and BVSc & AH, Dairy Technology and Food Technology courses under
Kerala Veterinary & Animal Sciences University will be available for allotments by CEE
through the CAP.

The courses for Option Registration under CAP are classified as Engineering Stream,
Architecture Stream, Medical Stream, Medical Allied Stream and Pharmacy Stream. All
courses listed in Clauses 1.3.1 and 1.3.2 are included in Engineering Stream and
Architecture Stream respectively. All courses listed in Clauses 1.3.3, 1.3.4, 1.3.5 and 1.3.6
are included in Medical Stream. B.Pharm course under clause 1.3.7 is included in
Pharmacy Stream.

The candidates are eligible to register option to the courses of any stream or all streams
provided they are qualified with a rank in the respective rank lists of KEAM-2024 as per
the conditions specified in Clauses 5, 6 and 9 of the KEAM-2024 Prospectus.

Only female candidates can register options to the courses in Women’s Colleges under
CAP if they are otherwise qualified as per various Clauses of the KEAM-2024

Prospectus.

Rules and regulations governing allotments through submission of options:

Candidate to register options: Candidates included in the Rank lists for Engineering,
Architecture, B.Pharm, Medical & Medical Allied Courses (MBBS/ BDS/ BHMS/ BSMS/
BUMS/ Agriculture/ Forestry/ Veterinary /Co-operation & Banking/ Climate Change &

Environmental Science/ B.Tech Biotechnology (under KAU)/ Fisheries) and Ayurveda
courses 2024, will have to register their options in the stream(s) concerned as prescribed
under Clause 11.5, for being considered for allotments to the courses and colleges under

the respective stream(s).

Registering Options: Options can be registered only through the website,
‘www.cee.kerala.gov.in’. Candidates will have to register their options in single stream
or multiple streams (based on their eligibility) in the ‘Option Registration Page’ accessible
through the ‘Candidate Portal’ within the stipulated time. Candidates should access the
‘Option Registration Page’ and follow the instructions given therein and as described in
Clause 11.5, to register their options for courses and colleges. Options submitted to the
CEE by Fax, Post, Hand delivery etc., will not be processed or considered on any
account for allotment of seats.

Facility for Registering Options: Candidates can register their options within the time
schedule specified, using any computer having internet facility. Candidates can use the
facility at free of cost, by the Government at various centres across the state. ‘Facilitation
Centres’ (FC) will be opened across the state during a specified period for the candidates
who need assistance for registering their options. The list of FCs will be published in the

website of the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations. The Facilitation Centres will be

functioning only during the option registration period which will be notified later.

Schedule for registering options: The facility for registering options will be available
only during the period specified in the notifications to be issued by the CEE. Wide
publicity will be given through electronic and print media regarding the schedule and
related matters. The facility will be withdrawn once the time period is over and candidates
will not have access to this facility after this time period. A candidate, not registering
his/her options as per the schedule announced, will not be considered for allotments
under his/her eligible streams against any of the seats available then, irrespective of
his/her rank. Requests for extension of time will not be entertained under any

circumstances for registering options under any of the streams.

Registering of options in respect of candidates included in various Rank Lists: The
Commissioner for Entrance Examinations shall issue notifications for option registration
for allotment to courses in different streams simultaneously or at different stages. A
candidate included in different rank lists, can register options of different streams
simultaneously or at different stages as notified by the CEE based on his/her order of
priority of courses and colleges. All options to all eligible streams will have to be

registered as per the time schedule.

Eligibility for registering options: Only those candidates included in the various Rank
Lists prepared and published by the CEE for 2024 are eligible to register their options in
the stream concerned. Moreover, the candidates registering their options should satisfy all
the eligibility conditions with regard to Nativity (Clause 6.1), Academic qualifications
(Clause 6.2), Age (Clause 6.3), etc., of the Prospectus for admission to Professional
Degree Courses 2024. Academic eligibility should be satisfied on the date of admission
for various Courses. Principal/Head of the Institution shall verifiy the original
documents produced by the candidates at the time of admission. Principal/Head of
institution will be personally responsible for verification of eligibility condition as
prescribed in the Prospectus. Only those candidates who are found to be qualified as
prescribed shall be admitted to the college/institution irrespective of the fact that he/she
has an allotment through the CAP.

Essentials for registering options: Candidates should have particulars such as
Application Number and Password of KEAM-2024 in order to register their options in the

website

(i) Application number: This is the seven-digit number printed on the left top part of the

Application Acknowledgement page of the Online Application submitted by the candidate
for KEAM 2024. This is also printed in the Admit Card issued by the CEE to the

candidate.

Option Registration Fee
A fee prescribed by the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations shall be paid by the
candidates at the time of Option Registration. The registration fee once paid will not be
allowed to change at any instance. The registration fee can be paid online or through
post offices to the CEE before registering options. The registration fee of those
candidates who do not get allotment will be refunded. The registration fee will be
adjusted to the course fee if a candidate gets allotment. The registration fee of those
candidates who do not join within the stipulated time after getting the allotment and
those candidates who quit the seats after taking admission will be considered as penalty

and will not be refunded.

Procedure for Registering Options:

Any candidate, who wish to register his/her options, should have the ‘Application
number’ and ‘Password’ readily available with him/her. The candidate must also have
access to internet facility. For Assistance, candidates can contact the facilitation centres.

Application number is candidate specific and hence is usable for the concerned
candidate only. Disclosure of the Password to others who may misuse them can
result in tampering of the options made by the candidate. The
CEE/Government will not be responsible for any such eventuality.

Courses and Colleges available for registering options: A list of Course-College
combinations available for allotments through the CAP will be displayed on the Option
Registration page of the candidate based on the stream(s) the candidate is eligible for. For
example, a candidate included only in the Engineering stream will see the Engineering
courses together with the corresponding two-letter codes (Eg:- AE - Applied Electronics
and Instrumentation, EC - Electronics and Communication Engineering etc.). Similarly, a
candidate in the Medical Stream will see the Medical courses together with the
corresponding two-letter codes (Eg:- MM-MBBS, MD-BDS, BA-BAMS etc.). A
candidate eligible for both Engineering and Medical streams will see both Engineering
and Medical courses. All the Colleges under the stream(s) applicable to the candidate will
be shown with their respective three-letter codes (Eg:- TVE-College of Engineering,

Thiruvananthapuram, TVM-Government Medical College, Thiruvananthapuram etc.).

Procedure for registering options in his/her Option Registration Page: By entering
the option number for a course-college combination the candidate can fix his/her
preference numbers for the course-college combinations displayed in the Option
Registration Page. Here all the eligible options of the candidate will be displayed course-
wise and the candidate is expected to enter his/her preference number for a particular

combination.
Registering of the Options and saving/revising the Options registered:

All eligible options of the candidate will be displayed on the Option Registration Page.
The candidate may follow the directions given therein to register the options. The data
entered may be saved regularly by clicking the ‘Save’ button, so that the data already
entered is not lost due to unexpected reasons. The candidate should enter only those
options in which he/she is interested. Candidates should also note that he/she will be
considered for allotment only to those courses and colleges opted by him/her. So, a
candidate who has not opted for a course-college combination will not be considered for
allotment for that combination. Existing options, registered by the candidate which is
available in the Option Registration Page, can be cancelled by clicking on the

corresponding 'Delete’ button. Changes (including deletions) made in the option list must

be saved (by clicking on the SAVE button) before leaving the option registration page. All

the valid options registered by the candidate will be processed. If a candidate gets allotted
to a particular seat, based on his/her option, he/she is bound to accept it, failing which,
he/she will lose that allotment as well as all the existing options in the stream to which the
allotment belongs. The options once lost will not be available in the subsequent phases.

Viewing and Printing of the Option List based on the options registered: Once the
candidate completes the option entry, he/she can view his/her options by clicking on the
link provided. An option list will be generated and the candidate can take a printout of the
same and keep it for future reference. If the candidate wants to change his/her options
already registered, he/she may revise the options as desired within the stipulated time
notified by the CEE and ensure that the option list has come as per his/her preferences.

Logging off from the Option Registration Page: Once the candidate is satisfied with the
options registered, he/she may ‘Log off” the system by clicking on ‘logout’ button. The
process of ‘Registration of Options’ is completed upto the last saved option list when the

candidate logs off. This action is compulsory for preventing the misuse of his/her

Option Registration Page by strangers.

Rearranging option priority: A candidate may change his/her option priority any
number of times within the time schedule permitted. The priority of options registered and
saved at the time of closing of the facility for registering options alone will be considered
for processing. No candidate will be allowed to register options afresh to any stream at
any stage after the stipulated time as notified by the CEE. The option list once finalized
cannot be augmented after the stipulated time for registering options. But the modification
of the option list will be allowed only for cancellation/deletion and for re- arrangement of

priority of options at the time specified in the notification by the CEE.

Trial Allotments: The CEE will conduct Trial Allotment before the closure of the time
fixed for registering options during the 1* Phase of allotment to give an idea about the
chances of getting allotment to a course and college based on options and rank of the
candidate. The trial Allotment does not guarantee that the candidate will get

allotment in a college or course.

Processing of Options and Allotment:
Allotment Schedule: After the period earmarked for registering options, they will be
processed and the allotment for all courses will be published on the website,
‘www.cee.kerala.gov.in’, on the date notified by the CEE. The Allotment Memo, the
printout of which can be taken from the website, will show the college to which the
candidate is allotted and the fee to be remitted for the course allotted. Necessary

notifications in this regard will be issued by the CEE.

11.6.2 Remittance of Fee: The fee prescribed in the Allotment Memo will have to be remitted

by the candidate at the colleges allotted as per the notification issued by the
Commissioner for Entrance Examinations in this regard. If candidates who are
instructed to join a course based on allotment do not remit the fee and join the
college /course, they will lose their allotment as well as all the existing options in the
stream to which the allotment belongs. The options once lost will not be available

in the subsequent phases. Candidates who have not received any allotment in the first

allotment and who have received an allotment in the second allotment will have to remit
the prescribed fee for the course allotted. If a candidate has a different allotment than the
one received in the first allotment, the fee for which is higher than that remitted as per
the first allotment, he/she will have to remit the difference in fee. The amount to be
remitted in this manner will be shown in the Allotment Memo of the candidate. If the fee
for the course allotted in the second allotment is less than or same as the fee remitted as
per the first allotment, no further remittance is to be made by the candidate. The same
process will be repeated in the subsequent allotments.

Admission for all courses: Candidates allotted to courses, and who remit the fee as
prescribed, should take admission in the college allotted as per the schedule prescribed
by the CEE. Candidates who do not take admission will lose their allotment as well as
all the existing options in the stream to which the allotment belongs. The options once
lost will not be available in the subsequent phases. The candidates are liable to pay
admission fee as prescribed by the University concerned at the time of admission. If a
candidate who got admission in any course, in any allotment of any phase under CAP
conducted by the CEE, discontinues the course by taking TC to join another college or
course which is not the part of CAP or for any other reasons not related to CAP will lose
their allotment as well as all the existing options in the stream to which the allotment

belongs. The options once lost will not be available in the subsequent phases.

11.6.4 Online Option confirmation for participating in subsequent phases of allotment:

Candidates who are having valid options and who are willing to participate in the second
allotment/subsequent allotment have to log in to his/her Option Registration Page and
confirm their options by clicking the ‘Confirm’ button available in his/her Option
Registration Page. Candidates can delete their unwanted options or alter the priority of

existing options only after the online option confirmation.

Online Option confirmation is mandatory before each phase of allotment for
participating in that particular phase of allotment. The facility for Online Option
confirmation will be made available in the website before each phase of allotment. A
candidate who does not confirm the higher order options by clicking the’ Confirm’
button available in his/her Option Registration Page, his/her higher order options
belonging to the course(s) included in that phase will not be available in subsequent
phases.

After each allotment, the options below the ‘allotted one’ of the candidate will
automatically be removed from the option list of the candidate. For example, if a
candidate had registered 45 options in all, and if he/she is allotted his/her 34h option, all
options from 35 to 45 will be removed from the option list. Since the 34™ option is the
allotted one, it will not be seen in the option list. Options from 1 to 33 only will remain

valid and will be considered for future allotments.

If a candidate is satisfied with an allotment and does not want to be considered against
his/her remaining options, he/she will have the facility to cancel all the remaining
options. He/she may cancel options in a particular stream alone. He/she may also cancel
specific options among the remaining options as per his/her desire. The candidate will
also have the facility to alter the priority of the remaining options. But the candidate will
not be permitted to register any fresh options to the existing one, unless new

colleges/courses are included in the subsequent allotment.

The facility for confirmation and cancellation/ deletion/re-arrangement will be available
for a specified period of time as notified, after which the facility will be withdrawn. A
candidate retaining all or any of the options after each allotment is bound to accept the
next allotment, if any, given to him/her. If the candidate fails to accept the allotment,
he/she will lose all the allotments/ admission and will lose the existing options in the

stream to which the latest allotment belongs.

Forfeiture of the claims in CAP: The claims in Centralised Allotment Process conducted

by the CEE will be cancelled under the following reasons.
(a) Non payment of tuition fee as specified in the Allotment Memo.
(b) Non joining of the course/college within the stipulated time as specified by the CEE.

(c) Discontinued with TC to join courses other than the courses allotted by the CEE or

for any other reason.

Further Allotments: Details regarding further allotments will be notified by the

Commissioner for Entrance Examinations.

Last Rank Details: The last rank details of the allotment will be published after each
allotment and will be made available on the website. The last rank given will be the
rank of the candidate and not the position in the category list.

General Rules related to registering of Options:

Candidate can register all the available options if he/she desires so. However, it is not

compulsory that the candidates should exercise all the options.

A candidate will not be allotted a seat in a course of a college if he/ she has not opted the

course-college combination during option registration process of CAP-2024.

A candidate is bound to accept an allotment as per the priority registered in the
Option list and he/she has to surrender the seat already occupied by him/her, if
he/she is allotted based on options furnished against arising/future vacancy.

Request to retain the existing admission after an allotment is made, based on the

option registered, will not be considered under any circumstances.

Failure to report for admission in the allotted institution, after remitting the required fee
within the stipulated time will result in the forfeiture of his/her allotment to that course
and cancellation of all the existing options in the stream to which that allotment
belongs.

For each phase of CAP 2024 subsequent to the initial phase, confirmation of the higher
order options by logging in to the Option Registration Page and clicking the ‘confirm’
button is mandatory to participate in that phase of allotment even if no cancellation/re-
arrangement of options is desired. Non-confirmation of higher order options for a
particular phase of CAP will lead to automatic deletion of higher order options
belonging to the course(s) included in that phase, making them unavailable for the

subsequent phases.

11.6.8 Allotments as per Guidelines:

Allotment to Engineering, Architecture, B.Pharm, MBBS/BDS, BAMS, BHMS, BSMS,
BUMS courses will be regulated in conformity with the guidelines of the Central
councils concerned (NMC, DCI, AICTE, Central AYUSH, PCI and CoA).

The Commissioner for Entrance Examinations is authorized to prepare and publish
detailed guidelines and conditions for centralized counseling and the subsequent stray
vacancy filling phases. During further counseling and Stray vacancy filling phases there
may be strict constraints on the kinds of moves from one course to another course or from
one college to another college. The guidelines will be drafted so as to conform to the
corresponding guidelines of the central councils concerned (NMC/MCC, Central

AYUSH, AICTE, PCI and CoA) as far as possible.

Post Allotment Activities:

Reporting at the College: Candidates who get allotment will have to report before the
Principal/Head of the Institution concerned for admission on the dates notified with the
following documents:

Certificate to prove date of birth.

Transfer Certificate from the Institution last attended and Conduct Certificate.

Original mark list of the qualifying examination (Higher Secondary or equivalent®) and
the Pass certificate of the qualifying examination (if issued).

*Candidates seeking admission to B.Tech course under KTU, who have passed a
qualifying examination from the examination board recognized by the Association of
Indian Universities (AI1U) need not produce equivalency certificate.
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(d) Eligibility certificate from any University* in Kerala, in the case of candidates who have
passed a qualifying examination other than Higher Secondary Examination/Vocational
Higher Secondary Examination conducted by Government of Kerala or the examination
conducted by CBSE and CISCE.

* Eligibility certificate from Kerala Univeristy of Health Sciences in the case of

candidates who have passed a qualifying examination other than Kerala
HSE/VHSE/CBSE/CISCE for admission in KUHS affiliated colleges.

(e)  Migration Certificate, if applicable.

(f) Physical Fitness Certificate in the relevant format given in Annexure XVII (a) or XVII
(b) of the Prospectus 2024.

(g) Receipt of fee remitted.

(h)  Data sheet of KEAM 2024.

(i)  Admit card of NEET-UG-2024 (if applicable)

()  Allotment Memo issued by the CEE.

(k)  Any other documents required in the allotment Memo/Notification.

(I)  Originals of all the documents and certificates uploaded with the online application.

Note: Fee/balance fee of the course should be paid at the time of admission to the

college itself.

The candidate is specifically instructed not to share his/her

Password with the institutions concerned.

11.7.2 Verification of Documents: The Principal/Head of the College or Institution shall be
personally responsible for verification and satisfaction of the correctness of the
documents/Certificates produced by the candidate at the time of seeking admission in the
college/institution. The University concerned shall also verify the records produced by the
candidate who got admission in the college/institution by deputing special teams and

submit a report to Government within 10 days from the last date fixed for final allotment

of seats.

11.7.3 Failure to pay the tuition fee/report for Admission: Candidates who do not pay the
tuition fee or do not take admission on the prescribed date will lose their allotment as well

as all the existing options in the stream to which that allotment belongs.

11.7.4 Cancellation of Higher Options after joining a College: Candidates who join the
college on the dates specified can cancel their remaining options fully or partially or
change the priority of their remaining options before the dates prescribed and as specified
in clause 11.6.4. A candidate interested in subsequent allotments must login to his/her
Option Registration Page and click the ‘confirm’ button available therein and can delete
their unwanted options or re-arrage the priority of existing options.

Seat allotment protocol in Government/Aided/ KAU/KVASU/KUFOS Colleges:

Admission & Allotment: A distinction will be made between ‘Admission’ to a course
and seat ‘Allotment’ to a college. Admissions are offered through allotment of seats under
CAP. Allotments will be first offered under State Merit (SM) even to candidates having
eligible reservation benefits as per mandatory reservation so long as vacancies are
available under the same, statewide. Only after all the ‘State Merit’ vacancies are
exhausted across the State, seats will be offered under the candidate’s eligible reservation

quotas under mandatory reservation. (Refer Clause 5)

State-wide Principle of Allotment in Government/Aided/KAU/KVASU/KUFOS
Colleges:

Allotment of seats in Government/Aided/KAU/KVASU/KUFOS Colleges is governed by
a ‘state-wide’ principle of selection approved by the Government of Kerala in G.O.(MS)
No.122/98/H.Edn. dated 07.10.1998. According to the G.O., ‘Candidates of the reserved
category who will otherwise come in the open merit list will be allotted to the college of
his/her choice provided he/she would have been eligible for allotment to that college if
he/she was treated as candidate coming under reservation quota. While a reserved
category candidate entitled to admission on the basis of his/her merit will have the option
of taking admission to the colleges where a specified number of seats have been kept
reserved for reserved category but while computing the percentage of reservation he will
be deemed to have been admitted as an open category candidate and not as a reserved
category candidate’. As per the above principle, all seats available for allotment by CEE
in Government/Aided/ KAU/KVASU/KUFOS Colleges for a particular course (Eg:-
BAMS under Medical stream or Electronics & Communication under Engineering
stream) available in all the Government and Aided colleges put together will be computed
state-wide and the total seats so obtained for each course in these Colleges together, will
be distributed statewide for the different categories by applying the mandatory reservation
principle as mentioned in Clause 4.1.5. While following the above principle of allotment,
the institution-wise break-up of seats that is earmarked under each category as per the

mandatory reservation principle will be changed in certain colleges.

Allotment in Government/Aided/ KAU/KVASU/KUFOS Colleges to Candidates with
multiple Claims under Mandatory Quota: All candidates included in the Rank Lists are
eligible for allotment under State Merit (SM). Candidates might be entitled for other
reservation quotas also under Mandatory Reservation. For example, a candidate may have
the benefit of SEBC reservation (EZ/MU/BH/LA/DV/VK/KN/BX/KU) or Scheduled
Caste (SC) or Scheduled Tribe (ST)/EWS claim. The seats will be offered on the
hierarchy of quotas.

The hierarchy in order is as follows:

(i) State Merit (SM) - All candidates included in the Rank Lists are eligible for allotment

under State Merit.
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(i) A candidate without SEBC/SC/ST/EWS reservation benefit will be considered only

against the ‘State Merit’ seats wherever available at the time of allotment. Such

candidates will be allotted a seat as per the availability of seats.

Allotment. However such candidates will also be considered for allotments as per the
Clauses 11.8.2 and 11.8.3, if they are eligible for SEBC/SC/ST/EWS reservation benefits.
Seat allotment protocol in Self-financing Colleges: Allotment of seats in Self-financing
colleges will be college/institution wise. Details will be notified separately.

In case, candidates are directed to appear for a personal counselling at any stage of
allotment process and a candidate is not able to attend the allotment process on genuine
grounds, the parent/guardian or any authorized person can act as a proxy at the risk of the
candidate, on production of authorization letter in the form given in Annexure XIX.
Authorization letter once received will be considered valid for the entire allotment

process, unless the candidate revokes it in writing.

FEES

Fees for the various courses in Govt./Aided Colleges will be as fixed by the Government,
from time to time. Fees for the various courses in Government Cost-Sharing colleges
and Self-financing Institutions will be notified separately. The details of fee structure for
various courses will be published before the commencement of the CAP 2024. The list of
Private Self Financing Institutions which offer additional fee concessions will be
published in the official website of the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations,

www.cee.kerala.gov.in before the commencement of CAP 2024.

Candidates belonging to SC/ST communities allotted against merit seats or against the
seats reserved for them are exempted from payment of fees. Candidates belonging to OEC
admitted against merit seats or against the un-availed seats of SC/ST are exempted from
payment of fee (G.O.(MS) No.14/2005/SCSTDD dated 5.4.2005 & G.O.(Ms)
No.36/07/SCSTDD dated 03.07.2007). Candidates belonging to OEC admitted to
Government seats through SEBC reservation are also exempted from payment of fee
(G.0.(Ms) No. 50/2006/SCSTDD dated 22.09.2006).

Claim for fee concession to OEC candidates: Candidates belonging to Other Eligible

Claim for fee concession to the inmates of Sri Chitra Home, Nirbhaya Home,
Juvenile Home: Candidates who are inmates of Sri Chitra Home, Nirbhaya Home,
Juvenile Homes and other institutions run by Government, allotted against Merit seats are
exempted from payment of fees to Professional Degree Courses as per G.O.(Ms) No.
130/90/H.Edn dated: 31.05.1990 and G.O.(Ms) No. 43/2018/H.Edn dated: 02.02.2018. A
certificate in this regard from the authority concerned is to be uploaded to the online

application for availing the fee concession.
Payment of Fees:

The fee for a course allotted to the candidate will have to be paid within the stipulated
time as notified by the Commissioner for Entrance Examinations. If a candidate moves to
another course in the same stream, the fee for which is higher than the fees applicable for

the course allotted earlier, the balance fee will have to be remitted. Candidates getting

Defence Academy/ Naval Academy/ Defence Institutions/ Candidates exempted by

Government Orders on compassionate grounds are exempted from this condition and

exempted from payment of liquidated damages.

The candidates should execute a bond in the prescribed format shown in the Annexure

XXV regarding the payment of Liquidated damages.

(b) On discontinuance of a course after the first academic year, liquidated damages shall

be collected in the following manner:

(i) For Engineering (including B.Tech courses offered by Universities),

Architecture and Pharmacy courses:- The conditions stipulated in clause
12.2.2(a) of this prospectus will be applicable.

(i) For the remaining courses:- Liquidated damages shall be levied as in Clause

irrespective of annual family income/nativity/ reservation status.

14.4 Preventive measures against ragging:

According to the Kerala Prohibition of Ragging Act, 1998, 'ragging' means doing of any
act by disorderly conduct to a student of an educational institution, which causes or is
likely to cause physical or psychological harm or raising apprehension or shame or
embarrassment to that student and includes teasing or abusing or playing practical jokes
or causing hurt to such students or asking a student to do any act or to perform something
which such student will not in the ordinary course be willing to do.

All Institutions will have to abide by the directives of the Honourable Supreme Court of
India, Dated May 16, 2007 in SLP No.(s) 24295 of 2006 University of Kerala Vs Council,
Principals’, Colleges, Kerala & Ors [with SLP (C) No0.24296-99/2004 & W.P.(Crl)
No.173/2006 & SLP (C) No.14356/2005] and the recommendations approved by the
Honourable Supreme Court of India on effective prevention of ragging in educational

institutions.

In case, the applicant for admission is found to have indulged in ragging in the past or if it
is noticed later that he/she has indulged in ragging, admission may be refused or he/she

shall be expelled from the educational institution.
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It shall be the collective responsibility of the authority of the institution to see to it that
effective steps for preventing ragging are taken. Anti-ragging committees and anti-
ragging squads will have to be formed to take effective measures against ragging and they
should adhere to the stipulations and effectively monitor and comply with the directives.

Each of the students of the institution and his/her parents, or guardian are required to

submit a combined undertaking at the time of registration/admission in prescribed format

available in Annexure - XXII which is mandatory for registration/admission.

Scalar and
vector quantities: Position and displacement vectors, general vectors and notation, equality
of vectors, multiplication of vectors by a real number; addition and subtraction of vectors.
Relative velocity.

Unit vectors. Resolution of a vector in a plane — rectangular components. Scalar and
Vector products of Vectors. Motion in a plane. Cases of uniform velocity and uniform

acceleration — projectile motion. Uniform circular motion.

UNIT IIT: LAWS OF MOTION

Intuitive concept of force. Inertia, Newton’s first law of motion; momentum and

Newton’ssecond law of motion; impulse; Newton’s third law of motion. Law of conservation of
linear momentum and its applications.

Equilibrium of concurrent forces. Static and kinetic friction, laws of friction, rolling
friction, lubrication.

Dynamics of uniform circular motion: Centripetal force, examples of circular motion (vehicle

on level circular road, vehicle on banked road).

UNIT IV: WORK., ENERGY AND POWER

Work done by a constant force and a variable force; kinetic energy, work-energy theorem,
power. Notion of potential energy, potential energy of a spring, conservative forces;
conservation of mechanical energy (kinetic and potential energies); non-conservative

forces; motion in a vertical circle, elastic and inelastic collisions in one and two dimension
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UNIT V: MOTION OF SYSTEM OF PARTICLES AND RIGID BODY

Centre of mass of a two-particle system, momentum conservation and centre of mass motion.
Centre of mass of a rigid body; centre of mass of uniform rod, circular ring, disc and sphere.
Moment of a force, torque, angular momentum, conservation of angular momentum with
some examples. Equilibrium of rigid bodies, rigid body rotation and equation of rotational
motion, comparison of linear and rotational motions; moment of inertia, radius of gyration.
Values of M.I. for simple geometrical objects (no derivation). Statement of parallel and

perpendicular axes theorems and their applications.

UNIT VI: GRAVITATION

Kepler’s laws of planetary motion. The universal law of gravitation. Acceleration due to gravity
and its variation with altitude and depth.
Gravitational potential energy; gravitational potential. Escape velocity, orbital velocity of a

satellite. Geostationary satellites.

UNIT VII: PROPERTIES OF BULK MATTER

Elastic behaviour, Stress-strain relationship, Hooke’s law, Young’s modulus, bulk modulus,
shear, modulus of rigidity, poisson’s ratio; elastic energy.

Pressure due to a fluid column; Pascal’s law and its applications (hydraulic lift and
hydraulic brakes).Effect of gravity on fluid pressure.

Viscosity, Stokes’ law, terminal velocity, Reynold’s number, streamline and turbulent flow.
Critical velocity, Bernoulli’s theorem and its applications.

Surface energy and surface tension, angle of contact, excess of pressure, application of
surface tension ideas to drops, bubbles and capillary rise.

Heat, temperature, thermal expansion; thermal expansion of solids, liquids, and gases.
Anomalous expansion. Specific heat capacity: C p , C v — calorimetry; change of state — latent
heat.

Heat transfer — conduction and thermal conductivity, convection and radiation.

Qualitative ideas of Black Body Radiation, Wein’s displacement law, and Green House
effect. Newton’s law of cooling and Stefan’s law.

UNIT VIII: THERMODYNAMICS
Thermal equilibrium and definition of temperature (zeroth law of Thermodynamics). Heat,

work and internal energy. First law of thermodynamics. Isothermal and adiabatic processes.
Second law of thermodynamics: Reversible and irreversible processes.

Heat engines and refrigerators.
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UNIT IX: BEHAVIOUR OF PERFECT GAS AND KINETIC THEORY

Equation of state of a perfect gas, work done on compressing a gas. Kinetic theory of gases:
Assumptions, concept of pressure.

Avogadro’s number. Kinetic energy and temperature; rms speed of gas molecules;
degrees of freedom, law of equipartition of energy (statement only) and application to specific

heat capacities of gases; concept of mean free path.

UNIT X: OSCILLATIONS AND WAVES

Periodic motion — period, frequency, displacement as a function of time. Periodic functions.
Simple harmonic motion (SHM) and its equation; phase; oscillations of a spring — restoring
force and force constant; energy in SHM — kinetic and potential energies; simple
pendulum — derivation of expression for its time period; free, forced and damped
oscillations (qualitative ideas only), resonance.

Wave motion. Longitudinal and transverse waves, speed of wave motion. Displacement relation
for a progressive wave. Principle of superposition of waves, reflection of waves, standing

waves in strings and organ pipes, fundamental mode and harmonics. Beats. Doppler effect.

UNIT XI: ELECTROSTATICS

Electric charges and their conservation. Coulomb’s law — force between two point charges,
forces between multiple charges; superposition principle and continuous charge distribution.
Electric field, electric field due to a point charge, electric field lines; electric dipole, electric
field due to a dipole; torque on a dipole in a uniform electric field.

Electric flux, statement of Gauss’s theorem and its applications to find field due to infinitely
long uniformly charged straight wire, uniformly charged infinite plane sheet and uniformly
charged thin spherical shell (field inside and outside).

Electric potential, potential difference, electric potential due to a point charge, a dipole and
system of charges; equipotential surfaces, electrical potential energy of a system of two point
charges and of electric dipoles in an electrostatic field.

Conductors and insulators, free charges and bound charges inside a conductor. Dielectrics
and electric polarisation, capacitors and capacitance, combination of capacitors in series and in
parallel, capacitance of a parallel plate capacitor with and without dielectric medium

between the plates, energy stored in a capacitor, Van de Graaff generator.
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UNIT XII: CURRENT ELECTRICITY

Electric current, flow of electric charges in a metallic conductor, drift velocity and mobility,
and their relation with electric current; Ohm’s law, electrical resistance, V-1 characteristics
(linear and non-linear), electrical energy and power, electrical resistivity and conductivity.
Carbon resistors

colour code for carbon resistors; series and parallel combinations of resistors;
temperature dependence of resistance.

Internal resistance of a cell, potential difference and emf of a cell, combination of cells in series
and in parallel.

Kirchhoff ’s laws and simple applications. Wheatstone bridge, metre bridge.

Potentiometer — principle and applications to measure potential difference, and for comparing

emf of two cells; measurement of internal resistance of a cell.

UNIT X1II: MAGNETIC EFFECTS OF CURRENT AND MAGNETISM

Concept of magnetic field, Oersted’s experiment.

Biot - Savart law and its application to current carrying circular loop.

Ampere’s law and its applications to infinitely long straight wire, straight and toroidal solenoids.
Force on a moving charge in uniform magnetic and electric fields. Cyclotron.

Force on a current-carrying conductor in a uniform magnetic field. Force between two
parallel current- carrying conductors — definition of ampere.

Torque experienced by a current loop in a magnetic field; moving coil galvanometer — its
current sensitivity and conversion to ammeter and voltmeter.

Current loop as a magnetic dipole and its magnetic dipole moment. Magnetic dipole moment of
a revolving electron. Magnetic field intensity due to a magnetic dipole (bar magnet) along its
axis and perpendicular to its axis. Torque on a magnetic dipole (bar magnet) in a uniform
magnetic field; bar magnet as an equivalent solenoid.

Magnetic field lines; Earth’s magnetic field and magnetic elements.

Para-, dia- and ferro - magnetic substances, with examples.  Electromagnets and factors

affecting their strengths. Permanent magnets.

UNIT XIV: ELECTROMAGNETIC INDUCTION AND ALTERNATING CURRENTS

Electromagnetic induction; Faraday’s law, induced emf and current; Lenz’s Law, Eddy
currents. Self and mutual inductance.

Alternating currents, peak and rms value of alternating current/voltage; reactance and
impedance; LC oscillations (qualitative treatment only), LCR series circuit, resonance; power
in AC circuits, wattless current.

AC generator and transformer.
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UNIT XV: ELECTROMAGNETIC WAVES

Need for displacement current. Electromagnetic waves and their characteristics (qualitative
ideas only). Transverse nature of electromagnetic waves.
Electromagnetic spectrum (radio waves, microwaves, infrared, visible, ultraviolet, x-rays,

gamma rays) including elementary facts about their uses.

UNIT XVI: OPTICS

Reflection of light, spherical mirrors, mirror formula. Refraction of light, total internal
reflection and its applications, optical fibres, refraction at spherical surfaces, lenses, thin lens
formula, lens- maker’s formula. Magnification, power of a lens, combination of thin lenses in
contact combination of a lens and a mirror. Refraction and dispersion of light through a prism.
Scattering of light — blue colour of the sky and reddish appearance of the sun at sunrise and
sunset. Optical instruments: Human eye, image formation and accommodation, correction of eye
defects (myopia and hypermetropia) using lenses. Microscopes and astronomical telescopes
(reflecting and refracting) and their magnifying powers.

Wave optics: Wavefront and Huygens’ principle, reflection and refraction of plane wave at a
plane surface using wavefronts. Proof of laws of reflection and refraction using Huygens’
principle. Interference, Young’s double hole experiment and expression for fringe width,
coherent sources and sustained interference of light.

Diffraction due to a single slit, width of central maximum. Resolving power of microscopes and
astronomical telescopes.

Polarisation, plane polarised light; Brewster’s law, uses of plane polarised light and Polaroids.

UNIT XVII: DUAL NATURE OF MATTER AND RADIATION

Photoelectric effect, Hertz and Lenard’s observations; Einstein’s photoelectric equation —
particle nature of light.
Matter waves — wave nature of particles, De Broglie relation. Davisson-Germer

experiment.

UNIT XVIII: ATOMS AND NUCLEI

Alpha - particle scattering experiment; Rutherford’s model of atom; Bohr model, energy
levels, hydrogen spectrum.
Composition and size of nucleus, atomic masses, isotopes, isobars; isotones. Radioactivity —

alpha, beta and gamma particles/rays and their properties; radioactive decay law. Mass-
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energy relation, mass defect; binding energy per nucleon and its variation with mass number;
nuclear fission and fusion.
UNIT XIX: ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Energy bands in solids (qualitative ideas only), conductors, insulators and
semiconductors; semiconductor diode — I-V characteristics in forward and reverse bias,
diode as a rectifier; I-V characteristics of LED, photodiode, solar cell, and Zener diode; Zener
diode as a voltage regulator. Junction transistor, transistor action, characteristics of a
transistor; transistor as an amplifier, Transistor as a switch (common emitter configuration)
and oscillator. Logic gates (OR, AND, NOT, NAND and NOR).

UNIT XX: COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS

Elements of a communication system (block diagram only); bandwidth of signals (speech, TV
and digital data); bandwidth of transmission medium. Propagation of electromagnetic waves in
the atmosphere, sky and space wave propagation. Need for modulation. Production and

detection of an amplitude-modulated wave.

UNIT 1: SOME BASIC CONCEPTS OF CHEMISTRY
General Introduction: Importance and scope of chemistry. Historical approach to particulate

nature of matter, laws of chemical combination, Dalton’s atomic theory: concept of elements,
atoms and molecules. Atomic and molecular masses. Mole concept and molar mass; percentage
composition and empirical and molecular formula; chemical reactions, stoichiometry and

calculations based on stoichiometry.

UNIT 2: STRUCTURE OF ATOM

Discovery of electron, proton and neutron; atomic number, isotopes and isobars. Thompson’s

model and its limitations, Rutherford’s model and its limitations, Bohr’s model and its
limitations, concept of shells and subshells, dual nature of matter and light, de Broglie’s
relationship, Heisenberg uncertainty principle, concept of orbitals, quantum numbers, shapes of s,
p and d orbitals, rules for filling electrons in orbitals - Aufbau principle, Pauli exclusion principle
and Hund’s rule, electronic configuration of atoms, stability of half filled and completely filled

orbitals.

UNIT 3: CLASSIFICATION OF ELEMENTS AND PERIODICITY IN PROPERTIES

Significance of classification, brief history of the development of periodic table, modern periodic

law and the present form of periodic table, periodic trends in properties of elements —atomic radii,
ionic radii, inert gas radii, ionization enthalpy, electron gain enthalpy, electronegativity, valence.

Nomenclature of elements with atomic number greater than 100.

UNIT 4: CHEMICAL BONDING AND MOLECULAR STRUCTURE

Valence electrons, ionic bond, covalent bond, bond parameters, Lewis structure, polar character

of covalent bond, covalent character of ionic bond, valence bond theory, resonance, geometry of
covalent molecules, VSEPR theory, concept of hybridization involving s, p and d orbitals and
shapes of some simple molecules, molecular orbital theory of homonuclear diatomic molecules

(qualitative idea only). Hydrogen bond.

UNIT S: STATES OF MATTER: GASES . LIQUIDS AND SOLIDS

Three states of matter, intermolecular interactions, types of bonding, melting and boiling

points,role of gas laws in elucidating the concept of the molecule, Boyle’s law, Charle’s law, Gay
Lussac’s law, Avogadro’s law, ideal behaviour, empirical derivation of gas equation, Avogadro
number, ideal gas equation. Kinetic energy and molecular speeds (elementary idea), deviation
from ideal behaviour, liquefaction of gases, critical temperature.

Liquid State — Vapour pressure, viscosity and surface tension (qualitative idea only, no

mathematical derivations).
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Solid State - Classification of solids based on different binding forces :molecular, ionic
covalent and metallic solids, amorphous and crystalline solids(elementary idea),unit cell in two
dimensional and three dimensional lattices, calculation of density of unit cell, packing in solids,
packing efficiency, voids ,number of atoms per unit cell in a cubic unit cell, point defects,
electrical and magnetic properties, Band theory of metals ,conductors, semiconductors and

insulators and n and p type semiconductors.

UNIT 6: THERMODYNAMICS

Concepts of system, types of systems, surroundings, work, heat, energy, extensive and intensive

properties, state functions. First law of thermodynamics — internal energy and enthalpy, heat
capacity and specific heat, measurement of AU and AH, Hess’s law of constant heat summation,
enthalpy of : bond dissociation, combustion, formation, atomization, sublimation, phase
transition, ionization, solution and dilution. Introduction of entropy as a state function, Second
law of thermodynamics, Gibbs energy change for spontaneous and non-spontaneous process,

criteria for equilibrium. Third law of thermodynamics —Brief introduction.

UNIT 7: EQUILIBRIUM

Equilibrium in physical and chemical processes, dynamic nature of equilibrium, law of mass

action, equilibrium constant, factors affecting equilibrium — Le Chatelier’s principle; ionic
equilibrium — ionization of acids and bases, strong and weak electrolytes, degree of ionization,
ionization of polybasic acids, acid strength, concept of pH., Hydrolysis of salts (elementary idea),
buffer solutions, Henderson equation, solubility product, common ion effect (with illustrative

examples).

UNIT 8 : REDOX REACTIONS AND ELECTROCHEMISTRY

Concept of oxidation and reduction, redox reactions, oxidation number, balancing redox

reactions in terms of loss and gain of electron and change in oxidation numbers , applications of
redox reactions. Conductance in electrolytic solutions, specific and molar conductivity variations
of conductivity with concentration, Kohlrausch’s Law, electrolysis and laws of electrolysis
(elementary idea), dry cell — electrolytic cells and Galvanic cells; lead accumulator, EMF of a
cell, standard electrode potential, Nernst equation and its application to chemical cells. Relation

between Gibbs energy change and EMF of a cell, fuel cells; corrosion.

UNIT 9 : SOLUTIONS
Types of solutions, expression of concentration of solutions of solids in liquids, solubility of

gases in liquids, solid solutions, colligative properties — relative lowering of vapour pressure,
Raoult’s law , elevation of B.P., depression of freezing point, osmotic pressure, determination of

molecular masses using colligative properties, abnormal molecular mass, Vant Hoff factor.
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UNIT 10: CHEMICAL KINETICS

Rate of a reaction (average and instantaneous), factors affecting rates of reaction: concentration,

temperature, catalyst; order and molecularity of a reaction; rate law and specific rate constant,
integrated rate equations and half life (only for zero and first order reactions); concept of collision
theory (elementary idea, no mathematical treatment).Activation energy, Arrhenious equation.

Adsorption — physisorption and chemisorption; factors affecting adsorption of gases on solids;

catalysis :homogenous and heterogeneous, activity and selectivity: enzyme catalysis; colloidal
state: distinction between true solutions, colloids and suspensions; lyophillic, lyophobic
multimolecular and macromolecular colloids; properties of colloids; Tyndall effect, Brownian

movement, electrophoresis, coagulation; emulsions — types of emulsions.

For assessing the income of the family, the term of family would mean a family

consisting of

(1) Applicant

(2) Parents/Guardian

(3) Unmarried brothers and sisters/ dependant unmarried sons and daughters
living together in the same house, widowed daughters actually dependant
on the family.

(4)  Spouse of the candidate.

(b) Income :-

Income would mean the regular income actually earned by the family members.
Income of unmarried daughters and unmarried brothers and sisters as the case
may be should be reckoned for calculating family income.

Income of the members of the family living together alone need be reckoned.

Exceptions

(1) Income of widow's daughter/ sister will be excluded.
(2) Terminal benefits will be excluded.

(3) Surrender leave salary will not be reckoned.

(4) Festival allowance will not be reckoned.

(5) Family pension will be excluded.

(3) Different sources of income for the purpose of Income Certificate :

(i) Income from salary :

Salary income excluding H.R.A., Special pay, Deputation Pay/Allowances etc.,
will be reckoned for calculating total income. T.A., P.T.A., honorarium for special
work etc. will be excluded for calculating salary income. D.A will be included for
calculating total income.

(ii) Income from pension :

The amount excluding the amount of commutation will be taken into account for
the purpose of Income Certificate. The pension will be assessed on the basis of the
Pension Payment Order.

(iii) Income from business :

This can be assessed on the basis of Income Tax Certificate. In the cases of non-
assesses the Income Certificate will be issued on the basis of declaration filed by
the persons concerned. In the case of non-assesses Income Certificate shall be
issued on the basis of the declaration filed by the applicant/parent/or guardian in
the case of students.

(iv) Income of persons employved abroad shall be assessed on the basis of the
declaration filed by the applicant / parent or guardian in the case of students.

(v) Income of daily labourers :

Income Certificate shall be issued on the basis of the declaration filed by the
applicant/ parent or guardian in the case of student.

(vi) Income from property :

The income from property will include the income from produce viz. coconut etc.,
value of improvements on landed property will be calculated on the basis of the
principles adopted for the purpose of land acquisition.

(vii) Income from rented buildings :

Income on this account will be calculated deducting the annual maintenance
charges.

Assessment of income of the family having more members :

When there are more members in a family, the income available for distribution will
be less compared to a family having lesser number of members. In such cases an
allowance will be given to each member in excess of five. For example if there are
five members in a family, three children and parents, the income from all members
should be taken into account for computing family income. If the number exceeds
five, an allowance will be given to each additional child. The amount of such
allowance ( to be decided ) should be deducted from the total annual income of the
family for the purpose of Income Certificate.

Variation of super checking :

There may be variation between the income assessed by the Village Officer and that
arrived at by higher officers on super checking. 10% or less of such variation can be
allowed.

Period of validity :

Normally a Certificate issued to a person for a particular purpose should be binding
for a period of two years or for the term of the course.

Cancellation of false Certificates :

The certificates obtained fraudulently, that is by willfully suppressing the actual
income or willfully giving false income, will be cancelled.
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Authority :

The Village Officer shall be the authority to issue Income Certificate that is required
to be produce before the State Government Department or Authorities. In the case of
certificate required to be produced before the Central Government Departments the
Tahsildar shall be the authority to issue the Income Certificate.

The Tahsildar shall be the Appellate Authority to entertain the appeal if any against
the income assessed by the Village Officer. The Revenue Divisional Officer/Deputy
Collector shall be the Revisional Authority. Appeal against the income assessed by
the Tahsildar shall be preferred before the Revenue Divisional Officer/Deputy
Collector. The Collector shall be the Revisional Authority in that case.

Co-ordinating Department :

The Revenue Department in the Secretariat shall be the Co-ordinating department in
respect of the issuance of guidelines/instructions relating to the grant of the Income
Certificate, by Village Officer/Tahsildar. The Revenue Department shall be consulted
if and when any event/instructions are proposed to be issued in the matter by other
departments.

The Application of Income Certificate shall be in the prescribed form, duly affixing
Court Fee stamp worth Rs.1/-.

The Income Certificate shall be issued in the form, prescribed by the Revenue
Department.

Approved World competitions mean the competitions organised by the
International apex bodies of the concerned discipline and in which the National
teams are sponsored by the National apex bodies and cleared by Sports Authority
of India/Government of India. Only those International Competitions which are
being held at the time of preparation of the norms are included in the priority list.

The National Championship means the championships conducted by the National
apex body of the concerned discipline.

Individual Games/Event mean a Game/Event in which individual performs alone
(Relay is considered as team event)

When a Candidate has a number of achievements in different disciplines his/her
best achievements will be taken into consideration.

The achievements in two financial years (1* April to 31* March) previous to the
year of selection shall alone be considered. However, in the case of competitions
which are not organized annually the immediately previous completions shall be
deemed as the previous two financial years for the purpose of this list.

All competitions where an upper age limit is fixed (Youth/Junior/Sub-Junior)
would be treated as junior event provided it is not classified as senior event by the
concerned National Federation.

If a Candidate represents the IndianUniversity team in the National Championships
in Men/Women, he/she will be considered for the benefit of the norms only if
he/she was a student in one of the Universities in Kerala during the year of
representation.

When there is a tie in any of the achievements the following criteria as per the
priority list below will be applied to break the tie.

Those with a higher number of achievements will be placed above the others. If the
tie still remains, the next best achievements as per the order of priority will be
considered.
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If the tie is not broken by the above method the person having the achievement
during the year closer to the selection will be given higher weightage.

Individual achievements will be ranked above team achievements.

If a new record is created he/she will get next priority.

If the participants from two age group competitions tie, then participant in the age
group with the upper age limit will be given priority.

Captaincy in games will be given the next priority.

If a tie cannot be broken by any of the above mentioned sports achievements, the
marks obtained in the subjects of the qualifying examination will be considered for
breaking the tie.

“Only sports certificate regarding achievement/participation at National level
representing the state of Kerala and the certificate of students studying in the state
of Kerala alone will be considered”.
